The Life of Ryan 
 
A few members around the traps 
have been wondering where I 
have been and what I have been 
up to over the last few months, 
so I thought I might give an 
update and review on the last 
few tournaments.  

 
Champion of Champions   7th January 
(Devonport G.C.) 
 
After qualifying for this tournament by winning 
our own club championships, I knew a few low 
rounds were on the order. I fell a tad short 
though shooting 68 and 68 for a -4 total to finish 
2nd behind Craig Hancock. Needing a birdie on 
my final hole to force a play-off, I went for 
broke and it didn’t come off. I sent my ball 
straight over the stick and eventually the green 
and ended up taking bogey. It was a risk worth 
taking though. 
 
South Australian Junior Masters   11th & 12th 
January (Royal Adelaide) 
 
The tough par 73 layout was set up incredibly 
hard. The first two rounds were slow moving and 
it was hard to get a run going. I carded rounds of 
73 and 72 to finish –1 through 36 holes, sharing 
the overnight lead with Matt Gleeson from 
N.S.W. Matt Giles, World Junior Champion and 
the young junior you all probably saw playing 
with Greg Norman in the Australian Open, was 
only 4 shots back. In the 3rd round the scoring 
was hot. I was quickly 3 shots down as Matt 
Gleeson reeled off birdie after birdie to get to –4 
early in his round. Three late birdies on 15, 16 
and 17 pulled me back up level with him through 
54 holes at –5. To begin a nervous final round, 
Matt again moved to a 2 shot lead after he 
birdied the first 3 holes of the round. I snagged a 
birdie on the tight 3rd hole to keep me in the mix. 
The wind then picked up and scoring became 
tough. With 5 holes left I found myself a distant 
3 shots back. As the galleries grew, I rallied 
making an almost near impossible birdie out of 
the rough. Matt then missed a short 4ft putt for 
par after my 30 ft bomb, a big swing in the 
match. I then birdied the par 5 17th to draw level 
with Matt. After we both bogeyed the 18th, we 
carded rounds of 75 finishing –3 for the 
tournament. A play-off was then needed. On the 
first hole I canned a 10 ft curler to keep my 
hopes alive, we then moved to the 520m par 5 
2nd. After Matt pulled his 2nd shot onto the 
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railway tracks all that was needed was 2 putts 
from 15ft for par and the tournament was mine. I 
successfully made par and won the 
championship, adding my name to the trophy 
along side Adam Scott, Andrew Buckle and 
Jason Day. It was a good few days. 

 

NEC Master Of the Amateurs   14th – 17th 
January (Yarra Yarra) 

I met Nick (our local pro) in Melbourne who 
caddied for me during this event. We started off 
in cruise mode being –2 through 11 holes. 
Disaster then struck. A quadruple bogey 8 
suddenly put me at +2 for my round. Two late 
birdies put me back on even par through the first 
round. The second round was hard, hot and 
windy. On a day with constant winds and the 
temperature in the mid 40’s, I made a dramatic 
eagle on the last to finish with a +4 (76) round. I 
was tied 15th through the halfway point of the 
tournament.  The 3rd round was a lot better 
shooting a comfortable 70 (-2) with no problems 
at all, a relaxing change from my last 6 rounds. I 
climbed 5 spots up the leader board to 10th. On 
the final day, the course was set up super tough. 
I shot a –2 round of 70, which was the best score 
of the final day and ended up in tied 2nd, on even 
par for the championship. As this was a world 
event with players from all around the globe, I 
earned myself my first world ranking. It is #889. 
It’s not great, but a start, we can try and improve 
on it in the next few months. I also received an 
invite into the Victorian PGA, which is a Von-
Nida tour event; unfortunately I couldn’t play in 
it due to other commitments.   

 
North West Amateur    10th & 11th February 
(Ulverstone) 
 
Defending my title from last year which I 
captured at Seabrook, I started off strongly 
shooting rounds of 69 and 68 to finish –7 
through the first 2 rounds. An even par round 72 
in the 3rd round set me back a touch. Craig 
Hancock then started the 4th round with 3 
straight birdies to my 1. It seems people have a 
habit of doing this to me in the final round. I 
clawed back with birdies on 6, 11 and 12. It was 
still close until the 17th hole in the final round 
until Craig drained a 35ft putt for birdie. 
Needing to chip in on the final hole for birdie to 
force a playoff, my ball burnt the edge. Again I 
came runner up to Craig at –9 par for the 
tournament. In a low scoring battle, I was not too 
disappointed with the result. A win to defend 

would have been great but it was still a good 
tournament.  
 
I will keep you posted on coming State, National 
and World events through out the year. The next 
tournaments will be: The Tasmanian Open 
(which I will have already played by the time 
you read this), Australian Foursomes at 
Riversdale and then followed by the Riversdale 
Cup. Hope you enjoy the review of my year so 
far.
