Your Opinions & Ideas, PLEASE 

 
The Board is concerned that so few 
members participate in decision-making. It 
has been argued that the “traditional” 
mechanism for decision-making is 
unattractive and inconvenient for many 
members. For instance, excluding Board 
Members, only about 10% of our total 
membership attended the AGM and the 
Special General Meeting in March, at which 
the Board’s proposed levy on members was 
approved. Is this democracy in action? 
Those present on that March evening will 
recall a member suggesting that some way 
should be found to bring all members into 
the decision-making process. A “ballot box” 
approach was proposed. 
 
We can note that Seabrook’s Vision - “A 
club that is dynamic, innovative and 
strives to achieve the aims of its 
members”  - implies that the Board knows 
what the aims of members are! 
 

A sub-committee of the Board has looked at 
the member’s suggestion and is keen to try 
the following approach to – hopefully – 
increase participation AND to encourage 
input of ideas from members. 
 

Approach: 
 

1. Arrange for every member – entitled to 
vote – to receive a “voting paper” in an 
envelope, together with information on 
the matter that is to be considered. The 
envelope will also contain a special return 
envelope. A member may then elect to: 

Either 
·  Place his/her confidential “vote” (plus 

add any views or suggestions for 
consideration by the Board) on the 
“voting paper” and return it in the 
special return envelope by hand or by 
post to Seabrook by a specific date. 
There will be a place on the special 
return envelope for the member to 
write his/her name.  

Or 
·  Attend a General Meeting that will be 

called to consider this matter on a 
date after the said specific date for 
postal returns. Members attending 
who have already cast their vote will 
not be permitted to vote at the 
meeting but may participate in the 
discussion. 

 
2. Upon receipt of a vote in the special 

return envelope, the Manager shall place 
it in a sealed “box” until the specific 
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closing date has expired. The box will 
then be opened in presence of two 
‘scrutineers’ who will first ensure that the 
name on each envelope is struck off a list 
of eligible members. The envelope will 
then be opened in such a way that the 
voting paper inside cannot be traced to 
the member who submitted it. Votes will 
then be counted. Any voting paper 
containing ideas or suggestions will be 
put aside for submission to the Board.  

 
Further ‘refinements’ such as internet-voting 
may be developed later but let’s try to walk 
before we run!

Members have been saddened by the loss of 
four long-serving members in recent months. 
Many thanks go to John Hudson, Anne Crombie, 
Thea Arthur and various lady members for the 
following contributions made in remembrance of 
Mavis Thorp, Margaret Breaden, Lennie Butler 
and Jack Jakins. 
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Mavis Thorp 
 
At the ripe old age of 12 years Mavis began 
playing golf with her father at Stanley, and 
played for 64 years. 

As a young man Jack Thorp, Mavis's lifelong 
husband and companion, served in the RAAF. in 
WWII. Prior to being posted overseas, he spent a 
holiday in North West Tasmania where he met 
Mavis. They corresponded for two years. After 
the war when Jack returned to Australia he came 
to Stanley to get to know Mavis, travelling by 
boat and train. On arrival at the Stanley railway 
station, he was apprehensive, wondering if 
Mavis would be there to welcome him. Sadly the 
station was empty so he walked up to Mr. & 
Mrs. Shaw's Hotel. Mavis's mother answered the 
doorbell and he was greeted by, "Hello, you must 
be Jack. Come in, Mavis won't be too long, she's 
playing a round of golf with her father." Jack 
immediately realized he would have to take up 
golf seriously from that point on. 

After their marriage they both joined the Burnie 
Golf Club, moving to Seabrook a few years after 
18 holes were opened. They played golf 
wherever they went overseas, on one occasion 
playing a nine hole course in Kashmir at a height 
of 10,000 feet, the highest golf course in the 
world. 

Mavis played A and B. Grade Pennant very 
successfully  and was B Grade or Second 
Division Captain one year. She was Associate 
President, Captain, Handicap Manager, 
Associate Secretary, and Committee Member. 
When President, Mavis introduced "Dress up 
Themes" at the Associate Dinners at Seabrook. 
Many members will remember some of these 
spectacular dinners. Some members will also 
remember that blue Mini Minor that Mavis 
drove, with the front seat removed to make way 
for the golf clubs, shoes etc. Jack named it "Her 
Travelling Golf Shop" Any passengers sat in the 
back seat. 

You will all have special memories of Mavis. To 
all who knew her Mavis was a gentle, caring 
lady there for us all in good and bad times. We 
were blessed and honoured to know her, "Our 
Friend, Mavis the Golfer." 

 

Margaret Breaden  7 March 1917 – 19 March 
2007 

Margaret joined Seabrook Golf Club in the early 
seventies. She was an active and dedicated 
member for approximately twenty years. She 
represented the Club as a Pennant player, served 
on the Ladies’ Committee and held the position 
of Ladies’ Captain. 

Margaret was a gifted artist specialising in china 
painting. She generously donated some of her 

work for trophies at Ladies’ events. These 
trophies were much sought after by lady 
members. 
 
 
Lennie Butler  14 August 1937 – 26 March 
2007 
 
Lennie joined Seabrook in the early eighties and 
was a member for approximately twenty years. 
She was a most enthusiastic player at all times – 
rain, hail or sunshine. She liked to play at least 
two or three times a week if possible, and Lennie 
and Noeleen Donnelly would often venture onto 
the course for a game – whatever the weather! 
She represented the Club at Pennant level and 
was a member of the Ladies’ Committee. She 
was a member of the winning Division 2 Pennant 
Team of 1999 which went on to become runners-
up in the State Pennant Final. 
 
 
Jack Jakins 
 
Life Member Jack Jakins died on 1 April 2007 
after many years of service to the Club. 

Jack took up the sport about 40 years ago and 
with wife Marj originally played at Wynyard. 
Both transferred to Seabrook and began a 
lifetime of service to the Club. 

Jack was never an A or B Grade player but 
played consistently to or under his current 
handicap. He was not a long hitter but usually 
played straight up the middle of the fairway. 
Both Jack and Marj achieved holes-in-one.  

Jack was active in organizing Legacy days and in 
Veteran’s Golf and played in many of these 
events throughout Northern Tasmania. At one 
stage Jack claimed to have played a round at 
every golf course in Tasmania. 

Jack never sought the limelight in the Club but 
nevertheless gave many hours of service in work 
on the course. He was always at working bees 
and along with his trusty ute and mate Marc 
Crisp was on the course doing those jobs which 
needed to be done, thus relieving the ground staff 
of many chores. Jack did this of his own volition 
and never sought any recognition. 

It was because of this work that in 1991 both 
Jack and Marc were granted well deserved Life 
Membership. Jack has also been honoured by 
having the 14th hole named after him and thus he 
will be forever remembered. All other persons 
who have holes named after them held high 
positions in the Club’s administration. Jack never 
held any official office but has been similarly 
honoured, thus acknowledging the value of his 
service to the Club. 

He will be sadly missed.
