The Board sub-
committee of Michael Cuff, Noel Bottle and
myself have had the delegated responsibility to
advance the project and are we are now in a
position to seek your views about the possibilities
of such a venture. It is proposed a number of
briefings will be held upon request from individual
or groups of members, for example, following
Saturday, Wednesday or Friday golf, or any

other suitable daytime or evening. At this stage,

is considered a number of briefings on an
individual or small group basis would be
beneficial. Plans are available indicating
development of lakes and creek diversion to assist
with flooding, a residential layout to create the
income for course redevelopment including a new
clubhouse and other commercial establishments,
plus a possible course layout.
